RULES: The regatta will be governed by the ICSA Procedural Rules (2013 - 2016), the 2013-2016
Racing Rules of Sailing, the prescriptions of US SAILING (US Sailing prescriptions to rules 60, 63.2,
63.4 are deleted); the rules of the CFJ Class or PCCSC regarding Collegiate FJ's (except as any of
these are altered by the Sailing Instructions (SI’s), or the ICSA Procedural Rules); and by the SI’s.

NO APPEAL: In accordance with rule 70.5(a), decisions of the protest committee are final. US
Sailing's permission has been granted. If the requirements are not met, the decisions of the protest
committee may be appealed.

BOATS/SAILS: The regatta will be sailed in Club/Collegiate Flying Juniors. Each team must provide a
PCCSC legal boat and sails. A limited number of boats can be chartered by emailing Mike
Segerblom (mikesego@ussclb.org). Boats will be allocated by need and then order of request.
Charter fee is $100 per boat for 2 days. You must bring your own sails.

ENTRY FEE: S20 per boat/team — due by 10:00am on Saturday, April 12

TEAMS: All currently eligible ICSA sailors/PCCSC schools are encouraged to attend. This will be a
two division event (A & B). All schools hoping to qualify for the PCCSC Dinghy PCCs must send at
least one complete team (four eligible sailors).

FORMAT: We will determine if the Varsity and JV will sail together at the skippers meeting. If the
fleet is split, one coed varsity boat and one all women’s boat per school will be permitted to sail in
the Varsity division. There is no limit on the number of JV teams per school. You will sail your own
boat in all races. We will rotate divisions approximately every two races. The regatta is a two day
event with all races from both days being totalled for the team score in the regatta.
